Further to the decision issued by the Commission on 22 December 2009
 the Pharmacy Industry Award 2010
 will be amended as follows:
1.
By deleting the definition of community pharmacy in cl.3.1 and replacing it with the following:
“community pharmacy means any business conducted by the employer in premises:

(a)
that are registered under the relevant State or Territory legislation for the regulation of pharmacies; or

(b)
are located in a State or Territory where no legislation operates to provide for the registration of pharmacies;

and


that are established either in whole or in part for the compounding or dispensing of prescriptions or vending any medicines or drugs; and


where other goods may be sold by retail”

2.
By deleting cl.4.1 and replacing it with the following:

“4.1
This award covers employers throughout Australia in the community pharmacy industry, and their employees in the classifications listed in clause 16 of this award to the exclusion of any other modern award. The award does not cover employment in a pharmacy owned by a hospital or other public institution, or operated by government, where their goods or services are not sold by retail to the general public.”

3.
By deleting cl.4.3 and replacing it with the following:

“4.3
The award does not cover an employer bound by an enterprise award or an enterprise NAPSA with respect to any employee who is covered by the enterprise award or NAPSA.”

B.
This order commences on 1 January 2010.
